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During the Islamic Period glass bracelets were worn, many at a time and often with metal bracelets. Fragments are often found on domestic sites. They are known from Yemen, Egypt and Syrio-Palestine. 
Glass bracelets in Egypt are known as early as the time of Amenophis II, though are extremely rare prior to the third century AD. They are most common between 1100 and 1500 AD.
The flat interior surface of these bracelets identifies them as probably of the seamless type (Spear 1988, 52). In this manufacturing technique a blob of glass is pierced by a metal rod and then rotated to make it larger.
